Introduction

The WXM file format has been created by Winwaed Software Technology for storing MapPoint user information such as. annotations, pushpins, and routing information.

It is not intended as, and is not capable to be used as a vehicle to extract copyrighted mapping data from MapPoint.

The format is based on XML, simplifying the creation, editing, and reading of the files. You must follow the specification outlined in this document in order to ensure that your application works with other WXM applications.

The following is a simple WXM file. It is an XML file with a root node called “MAPPOINT”.

The above listing stores a simple colormap with eleven colors. The colors are specified using palette indices.

Nodes

WXM files contain the following XML nodes:

COLORMAP

This node stores a complete color map. This can be used when a range of colors are required, eg. for contours or the plots produced by Grid Imp.

Valid Attributes

SIZE

The number of colors in this colormap.

Simple Integer.

NAME

An identifying name for this colormap. (optional)

Valid Child Nodes

COLOR (repeated SIZE times)

COLOR

This node represents a color.

Valid Attributes

TYPE

“PAL” or “RGB” according to the color type.

PAL indicates a palette value (see Appendix 1)

RGB is reserved but currently unsupported.

NAME

An identifying name for this colormap. (optional)

Valid Child Nodes

None

Text Contents

If the TYPE is PAL (palette), then the COLOR node contains the palette index value for the required color. See Appendix 1 for a list of palette colors.

RGB is reserved for future use. This will be used to represent simple RGB color values.

MAPPOINT

This is the root node of the WXM document.

Valid Attributes

None.
